Note to Parents/Guardians 

Dear Parent/Guardian, 
As part of your child’s learning in Goodness Me! Goodness You!, our school’s multi-belief and values education programme, your child has been learning about special journeys with their class. The children have specifically learned about /pilgrimages undertaken by a variety of religious groups as well as the origins of the pilgrimages. 
To extend the children’s learning in this area, our class will soon share information about special journeys we have undertaken in the past, or would like to undertake in the future. These discussions provide a great opportunity for the children to learn more about themselves and their friends.
